CIRCULAR

Subject: Filling up of one post of Director (L&T) in Level 13 of Pay Matrix (Pre revised GP
Rs. 8700) on deputation basis in the Legal and Treaties Division of the Ministry of
External Affairs.

Jt is proposed to fill up one post of Director (L&T) in the Legal and Treaties Division of the
Ministry on deputation basis for a period of two years initially from amongst officers from the
Central Government or State Government or Union Territory Administration or Autonomous
Body or Statutory Organisation or Public Sector Undertaking or Recognised University or
Institute, -

(a) (i) holding analogous posts on a regular basis in the Parent Cadre or Department; or

(a) (i) with five years regular service rendered after appointment to the post on a regular basis
in level-12 in the pay matrix (Rs. 78800-175200) or equivalent in the parent cadre or
department; and

(b) possessing the following educational qualifications and experience:-
Educational Qualification:-

a) Essential:- Masters' degree in law with specialisation in the field of international law or
international relations or international organisations from a recognised university.

Note 1. Candidates having specialisation in international law at Master of Philosophy or Doctor
of Philosophy level but not at Master’s level shall also be eligible.

Note 2. International law shall, inter alia, include major areas of international law such as law
of the sea, human rights law, international environmental law, international criminal law and
international trade law.

b) Experience: Fifteen years experience as practicing Advocate in a Court of law in India or
_dealing with legal matters on law department of the Government or teaching or conducting or
guiding research in the field of law from recognized university or institute of which at least
eight years shall be in the field of international daw or international relations, after acquiring
minimum educational qualification.

The Armed Forces Personnel to the rank of Brigadier and equivalent in Navy and Air
Force, in level-13A in the pay matrix, who are due to retire or who are to be transferred to
reserve within a period of one year and having the requisite experience and qualifications
prescribed for deputationist shall also be considered. Such persons would be given deputation
terms upto the date on which they are due for release from the Armed Forces thereafter they
may be continued on reemployment.
